Church of the Foursquare Gospel in the Philippines

SOUTHEAST LUZON DISTRICT
On Church Financial & Spiritual Reports

(Article XII, Section B, Subsection 8, 9&10)

1. That each Foursquare Church shall:
a) Transmit monthly, a tithe (10%) of its tithes together with the 2% National Office Share including all Missions Offering to the district office. The following funds: Sunday school Fund, Children’s Church Fund, Youth Fund, SKC Fund, UFM Fund, and UFW Fund are also subject to a tithe (10%) to be transmitted monthly to the district office and be received to their corresponding district fund.
b) Submit monthly, a statistical report on Regular services attendance, Departments or organizational fellowships, Membership updates and Spiritual reports on: Holy Spirit and Water baptisms, Testimonies of healing, Conversion or decisions for Christ, Bible studies, Cell groups, Outreaches and other ministries that the church may have.
2. That deadline of submission for the monthly report is on every 10th day of the month

      (Reports should be submitted within the first 10 days of the following month) The cut-off

      date for the whole year report, however, is on the 10th day of every February, (March 25,

      2008 Council Meeting) 

3. That if the church has 3 months of backlog reports (consecutive or accumulated), the pastor shall receive a memo (1st notice) which will serve as reminder to him/her. And that he/she is given one (1) month from the time of received of the first memo to settle or make necessary arrangement with the district office.

4. That failure to settle or make the necessary arrangement for the backlog reports, the pastor shall receive a memo again (2nd notice) which will serve as warning and upon which he/she must temporarily surrender his/her credential to the superintendent.

5. That under the status of having no credential a pastor may only stay in his post for three (3) months except otherwise allowed by the district for any special case or arrangement made and entered into by the pastor and the church council with district office.  

6. That within this three (3) months period of provision, the pastor and the church council must settle and or make the necessary arrangement of their backlog reports with the district office, otherwise the pastor will be subjected to disciplinary action, non-renewal of tenure, removal from his/her post or revocation of credential.
